Herculaneum City Ordinance 225.030 requires animal 
tags for any dog, cat or other animal over the age of six 
(6) months.  
 
Owners can purchase the pet tags at Herculaneum City 
Hall for $5.00 per tag. Pet owners must provide proof of 
their pet’s vaccinations from a veterinarian. Pet tags are 
valid from July 1, 2015 through June 30, 2016.  
 
Pet tags are valuable in assisting city employees with 
identifying lost pets and reuniting them with their own-
ers.
